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CONCLUSIONS: 
 

The adaptive re - use of the Historic First Baptist Church of Andrews , NC as a community cultural arts and 

history center presents a wonderful opportunity for preservation of a handsome piece of architecture while 

providing a center for community growth and vitality.  Because of the multi - function program requirements, 

physical space limitations, and the mission of the Valleytown Cultural Arts and Historical Society, it is the 

opinion of this study that the proposed conceptual design for adaptive re - use and the physical improvements 

to support that design, provide for optimal utilization of the existing building and allow for a framework 

within which flexibility of programming can occur.  It is also considered that a signature performance concept 

with a recurring schedule presents both opportunities and challenges of significant logistical, financial, and 

staff support commitments.  Therefore, given the comprehensive mission offering cultural arts programming 

on a continual basis, as well as serving as  a public archive of local history, it appears that the most efficient 

and focused approach would be a design which provides both dedicated and multi - use spaces, with 

segmentation for a multiple scheduling matrix.  This design schematic will provide opportunities for 

numerous income streams, thus ensuring a viable and sustained approach to this treasured community asset.  
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
